You are required to complete a Declaration form, announcing that there is no legal barrier to your marriage with the partner. 
Getting a wedding celebrant is an essential part of your wedding plans. You can plan meetings with wedding celebrants, better if you book your appointment before visiting the celebrant. Usually, wedding celebrants don’t cost for the discussion about your needs and requirements or you can arrange compulsory free consultation.  And the wedding celebrant will give you a clear picture of the ceremony and then you can easily move to legal paperwork. Wedding celebrant will assist you in everything you require to do between now and your wedding day.
