How long will my child require tuition?

You cannot expect overnight miracles! The rate of improvement in your child is directly related to a number of factors. These include:

* how far behind your child is

* child’s attitude toward lessons

* consistent completion of homework

* regular attendance at tuition

* support and encouragement at home

If all of the above factors are being satisfied, your child will progress with their learning.

Who will tutor my child?

As we are an affiliate of the Australian Tutoring Association, we are bound to employ only qualified and registered teachers. Therefore, our teachers are experts in the different learning styles and teaching strategies. They are compassionate and try to develop a trusting relationship with the child so that the child feels comfortable to ask for help. Our tutors go the extra mile in developing individual programs for the child to target their specific learning needs. 

What is my investment?

Tuition fees are $50 per 80 minute session (this is an hour and 20 minutes). Arrangements can be made to pay by cash, cheque, EFTPOS or credit card for either the whole term or half term. Fees are payable whether your child attends or not because that place is retained for your child on the weekly timetable. Two weeks’ notice or a two-week fee payment in lieu of notice is required when withdrawing your child from the center.

What happens during the FREE assessment?

The initial assessment and interview with the parent(s) and child is an important element in the tuition process. At this meeting we:

1.  Carry out an educational needs assessment and/or allow the student to sample a session

2.  Plan an individualized program for 

     your child at a level that is appropriate to the child’s skill level and that targets their 

     specific needs

3.  Establish the expectations of the 

     parent(s) and the center

4.  Clarify issues raised by parents. 

What is a make-up lesson?

Because we hold a spot for your child to attend a session each week, all lessons are paid for whether your child attends or not. However, a make-up lesson can be arranged if your child is unable to attend at the scheduled time due to illness, a school camp etc. A make-up will only be allocated if prior notice of 5 hours is given. A make-up lesson may not necessarily be with your child’s tutor. No more than two make-ups will be allowed per term and the make-ups must be taken as soon as possible after the missed lesson. Non-attendance to a make-up lesson will result in that lesson being forfeited. It is your responsibility to arrange a make-up lesson.

How do sessions run?

A tuition session is of 80 minutes duration. During this time students cover work: using computers, written materials, other “tactile” resources and by face-to-face tutoring. Each student follows their own individual program. Each activity lasts for 10–15 minutes and these are rotated from computer-based, to written and other self-correcting and reviewing activities.

Is there homework?

Homework is an essential part of the program, particularly in the area of Reading. Homework provides valuable follow-up and extension work for the areas covered in tuition. Homework tasks also help us to identify gaps faster and plan to address these areas of need in the following sessions. Homework takes about half an hour to complete.
